WHY TAKE YOUNG

CHILDREN TO THE DENTIST?
Regular dental visits at an early age can prevent
problems later on. Preventive treatments like
check-ups, fluoride, and sealants can prevent your
child from getting infections and pain, which
keeps them out of school and affects their ability
to eat well.
Your child will also have good experiences at
early appointments that will help them learn to
enjoy visits in the future.
It pays Lo give attention to prevention!

WHAT YOUR CHILD RECEIVES:
2 dental exams each year
2 family oral health education sessions
each year
3 fluoride varnish applications each year
Restorative care (fillings, etc.) as needed

INFORMATION ABOUT
FLUORIDE VARNISH:

Topical fluoride varnish is painted onto the outside
of teeth to prevent new cavities and help stop
cavities that have already started. This form of
fluoride is safe and works well. It can be used
along with fluoride tablets, drops, or fluoridated
water. It is quick and easy to apply. Children can
eat and drink right after the fluoride vamish is
painted on, It sets with a light yellow color that
will disappear as the fluoride “soaks in” to the
child’s teeth (this takes a few hours). After 24
hours you and your child may brush off any
fluoride still left on the teeth. The fluoride will
need to be applied 2 — 3 times each year depending
on your child’s risk of getting cavitics.

DENTAL DO’S

DO KEEP YOUR APPOINTMENT. If you

must cancel, please call the dental office 24
hours before your appointment. The dental

offices do not have to keep your children as
patients if you miss appointments

The ABCD Dental Program informs
‘parents until their child’s fifth birthday, @‘

'AND provides services until his or her ¢
sixth birthday as long as the child \
'has a DSHS ProviderOne card.
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Before each appointment:

v" Plan for one parent/caregiver to come
with the child having the appointment.
Please make child care plans for your
other children.

v" Let your dentist know one week before
your appointment if you will need an
interpreter.

v" Be sure you have a ride to the dentist’s
office. If you need a ride call Special
Mobility Services at 1.800.892.4817
two business days (Monday-Friday)
before your appointment.

v" Take your child’s ProviderOne
Services Card with you.

v" Tell your child good stories about
going to the dentist.

v" Dental appointments can take some
time so please bring a change of
diapers and a disposal bag with you.

v" Wear your best smiles! Be sure your
child’s teeth are brushed, and face and

hands are clean before you leave home.

AT THE OFFICE:
v Arrive at least 10 minutes before your
appointment time.
v" Present your child’s Provider One card
to the receptionist.
v" Find seats in the waiting room. You
may want to bring something for you

and your child to do in case you have
to wait,

v When you name is called, help your
child return any books or toys to the
place where they were found.
